What's Wrong with My Plant? By Diane Bayless

May’s weather teased and tested gardeners with temperatures in the 80’s one day and the threat of a frost the next. Now that
June is here and we have hopefully settled into a consistently warmer pattern, gardeners can watch their gardens thrive - at
least until we start complaining about the heat!

But what is a gardener to do when plants suddenly wilt, show damage or strange insects are spotted? Before you reach for a
can whose label ends in “icide,” take a step back and assess the problem. Plant damage can be caused by many factors, and
that strange looking bug may be the larval stage of a beneficial insect such as a ladybug. Unless you have a home library
full of insect and plant disease books, a good place to start is a publication labeled “Diagnosing Plant Problems” that can be
found at http://www.pubs.ext.vt.edu/content/dam/pubs_ext_vt_edu/426/426-714/426-714_pdf.pdf.

Knowing what your plant is and reviewing the plant’s history and environmental conditions is the first step in diagnosing the
problem. Different factors can cause similar damage, but diligent observation will help narrow your focus. Damage might
be due to fungal or viral pathogens, bacterial disease, nematodes or insects. Nonliving factors, such as mechanical damage,
environmental extremes, chemical factors and nutrient deficiencies can also be the culprit.

Some damage is merely cosmetic. You might be able to dislodge insects with a spray of water or handpick larger insects to
drop into soapy water or toss where hungry birds can find them. Removing damaged portions of the plant or cutting back

or increasing watering as needed many be an easy solution. If the problem is more serious, knowing exactly what you are
treating will help you make an informed decision. Many insects and diseases are best treated at different times of the year or
at different stages of development, so understanding the problem and choosing the proper treatment is important. If you do
opt for an herbicide, pesticide, insecticide or fungicide be sure to thoroughly read the enclosed label.
