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Planting Time for Spring Flowering Bulbs by Diane Bayless

When you think of tulips and daffodils you might picture a spring garden. Now is the time to plant bulbs to make
that spring vision happen. The term “bulb” may mean any plant structure that stores food underground until ready
for planting including true bulbs such as tulips; corms, like crocus; rhizomes like Lily of the valley; and similar plants.

All bulb-like structures go through a similar growth cycle. For spring flowering bulbs, growth begins in late winter as
weather warms. New growth gets it energy from food stored in the bulb. After the flowers form then die, the plant still
absorbs sunlight and water to produce food which is stored in the bulb. The best time to plant these is fall when soil
temperature is below 600 but there is time for roots to grow before the ground freezes. Bulbs need at least 5 hours of
sunlight a day but can be planted under deciduous trees since they will flower before the shade develops.

The planting site must have good drainage, phosphorous for root growth and a pH range between 6 and 7 so a soil
test is a good place to start. Most bulbs are planted so the bottom of the bulb is at a depth of two to three times its
height. Rhizomes are planted just at or below the surface. Newly planted bulbs need water and a light layer of mulch.
If you have had trouble with animals eating your bulbs in the past, try planting the bulbs in wire cages or cover with
coarse gravel.

If you have bulbs that have become crowded and stopped flowering, dig them up and divide them. Replant just
the biggest and healthiest looking ones. New bulbs can be found at many garden centers and catalog and on-line
stores. Brent and Becky’s Bulbs is a reputable Virginia-based source that also supports many community non-profit
organizations through fund raising sales at www.bloomingbucks.com.
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
